Course Description

ITM 325, Network Applications Development: Analysis, design, and implementation of on-
line systems using Internet and World Wide Web standards. Topics include client-server
architectural alternatives, tools and development environments, database interfaces, use of
multimedia, and challenges unique to the delivery environments. Subject to resource and
technology availability, students may implement projects using client-side scripting, server-side
programming tools, or other distributed/cooperative processing approaches.

Prerequisites: Proficiency in at least one college-level class in a modern procedural
programming language; ITM 305.

Corequisite: ITM 315

If
you bring a laptop to class, you may not use it for web browsing, checking email, etc., but may
use it for note taking if this is not in any way distracting to the professor or other class
participants. The default will be no computers in use during lectures.
